~FEC INTERNATIONAL  

MINISTRIES ~ 

 

Over the next few newsletters, the Mission Focus section 

will explain some of the FEC International Ministries. This 

issue will feature The Oakes. 

 

The Oakes Holiday Centre is a Georgian house with thirty-

six rooms and eight acres of grounds. The site lies within 

ninety acres of parkland in Norton, Sheffield, England. The 

Oakes Trust, a registered charity, purchased the property in 

May 1998 , and an extensive program of renovation work 

followed. This was funded by donations and carried out 

almost entirely by volunteers. The center opened July 1, 

2000.  

 

The Oakes is an interdenominational Christian charity 

which provides a holiday center where eight- to eighteen-

year-olds can: 

 

   ~hear the Christian message  

   ~be encouraged in their faith  

   ~enjoy a great holiday  

 

There is no church contact with 86% of children and young 

people in Britain. Many know little about the Christian faith 

and don't understand its significance. 

 

The focus of most camps is to present a clear, exciting, and 

relevant explanation of the Gospel message. Some camps 

are geared towards the encouragement of young Christians 

and aim to develop and strengthen their faith. Other camps 

are for school groups and complement religious education 

curriculums and the Qualifications and Curriculum 

Development Agency (QCDA) units of work. 

 

Each camp is action packed and fun filled, offering a 

variety of activities from rafts to crafts. A team of full-time 

staff live on-site to organize and run the camp programs. 

Children's and Youth leaders accompany their groups or 

encourage their children and young people to book 

individually and bring non -Christian friends. 

 

We receive regular newsletters from Jane Diggle, the Office 

Administrator for the Oakes, and from the Rich Metcalfe 

familyñRich is the Camp Manager. Be sure to pick up 

prayer cards for these missionaries from the Missions table 

in the foyer.

Fruit and Veg gie Prints  

Things You'll Need:  

¶ t empera paint  

¶ Styrofoam tray or plate  

¶ sponge 

¶ vegetables and fruits  

¶ knife  

¶ paper or cardstock  

 

V Prepare the tempera paint for your project. Put the paint into a Styrofoam tray or plate and mix in a bit of 

flour or glue to make it thicker and stickier for painting.  

 

 

V Place a sponge in the tray. Get it nice and wet with paint on one side , then  turn it up so that the wet side is 

pointing upward. It is good to use a sponge because it helps you to get only a little bit of paint on your 

vegetable  or fruit piece so that the print won't come out too goopy.  

 

 

V Slice a piece of vegetable or fruit in half or into quarters to make your print. Some good veggies and fruits 

to use in clude mushrooms, starfruit, carrots, potatoes, oranges, broccoli, cauliflower, peppers, tomatoes, 

apples, or avocados. Remove seeds from the fruit before using.  

 

 

V Dip the fruit or vegetable slice lightly onto the sponge. Stamp it onto paper or cardstock.  

 

 

V Lift the fruit or vegetable gently off the page to reveal your print. Be creative with your project and use 

different kinds of shapes for your masterpiece.  

 

Tips:  

ü Ask an adult to slice the fruit or vegetables for this project.  

ü Adults r emind young children  not to taste the vegetables and fruit since they are painting with them.  

ü You can also paint directly onto the vegetables or fruit with a paintbrush and put it directly on the paper 

instead of dipping it.  

ü Make your prints on cardstock to make greeting cards.  

ü Do this project with fabric paint and stamp onto fabric to make beautiful, unique t -shirts.
